Origin: Built in 1897 as AP87 for the WAGR.
Later gutted internally and used as work van.
Original roof (Mansard profile) believed to be
under corrugated iron.

Tare: approx 18 tonnes

Type: Stretcher carriage for Civil Defence.
Location: Bassendean

Origin: Built in 1908 by the WAGR and re-
framed in the 1950s. 343 was the only 3xx

series AQ to be converted to an AQS and was

used on the AAl bany
AQA and issued 26 May 1970.
